2002 In Review

Eastern Division
Montreal Alouettes:  It was the start of the Don Matthews era in Montreal.  The Alouettes had been perhaps the best team in the regular season the previous two years, but never won the big game in the playfoffs.  There were a couple of key retirements in Jock Climie at slotback and Pierre Verchival on the offensive line and Matthews released a number of veterans including defensive end Swift Burch, defensive back Mark Washington, linebacker Glen Young, safety Lester Smith and defensive tackle Steve Charboneau.  On the plus side, allstar defensive back Baron Miles returned after missing the entire 2001 campaign due to injury and the Als signed Canadian cornerback Wayne Shaw from the Argos.

Offensively it was clearly going to be Anthony Cavillio at QB as Montreal released their backups from 2001 (Danny Gonzalez and Jamie Barnette).  The new backups don’t see much action as “The Don” used Calvillo almost exclusively and Calvillo responded with an All Canadian season, completed 59.4% of his 569 attempts for 5013 yards and 27 touchdowns.  A controversial change was the addition of bad boy Lawrence Phillips at running back in place of Mike Pringle, the second leading rusher in CFL history.  Phillips piled up 1022 yards before getting hurt.  Along the way, Phillips managed to get himself suspended and when Montreal called on Pringle, he got hurt and ended up with only 227 yards rushing.  For the most part, Montreal went with five receivers.  Nominally, Thomas Haskins is a running back but he only had 55 carries for 327 yards, mostly when both Pringle and Phillips were hurt, but was second on the team with 68 receptions.  The slotbacks were rookie Keith Stokes (43 catches) and Ben Cahoon who led the team in receptions with 75.  Another rookie was wide receiver Canadian Pat Woodcock who proved a deep threat with 35 catches and a 23.9 yard average.  While decent statistics, Woodcock was a rather dubious choice as an All Canadian.  Cory Grant was the other wide receiver at the start of the year and had 25 catches before being traded to Saskatchewan.  His replacement was Jermaine Copeland with 19 catches.    The offensive line, even without Vercheval was outstanding with three All Canadian selections in Brian Chiu at center, Scott Flory at guard and Uzooma Oteke at tackle.  Kevin Lefsrud and Neal Fort were the other regulars.

The defensive line was the biggest area of change for Montreal with only Ed Philion at tackle, the only regular back from the previous year.    Two of the newcomers were good enough, however, to achieve Eastern all star status, Marc Megna at defensive end and Robert Brown at tackle.  Reggie Lowe filled out the line at the other end spot and had six sacks.  At linebacker, Montreal lost both Kelly Wiltshire and Mark Grace to Ottawa in the expansion draft and had to rebuild.  They still had Stefen Reid at one outside spot and added former stamp Kevin Johnson in the middle and Tim Strickland at the other outside spot.  In the backfield Wayne Shaw and Perry Carter over from Edmonton were the corners, Baron Miles returned to All Canadian form at one half spot while rookie Reggie Durden played the other.  With Lester Smith gone, Canadian William Loftus took over at safety.

Toronto Argonauts:  It was a tale of two seasons for Toronto.  In the first half they stunk; in the second half they got their act together and made the playoffs, won the eastern semi-final against Saskatchewan and put a bit of a scare into Montreal before bowing out.  The turnaround had a lot to do with some midseason acquisitions, especially at QB.  The Argos finally decided that neither Kerwin Bell or Jimmy Kemp was going to take them to the top and came to training camp looking for a starting quarterback.  Stanley Jackson won the job and then promptly got injured in the first game of the season and was done for the year.  That left rookie Michael Bishop as the default starter and Bishop struggled completing only 42.8% of his 148 passes with 10 interceptions.  The Argos then tried Jim Ballard who actually did quite well, completing 68.2% of his 132 attempts before having injury problems.  Desperate for a veteran quarterback,  the Argos got Reggie Slack out of retirement.  Slack who had not played for two years got the team into the playoffs, completing 59.4% of his 155 attempts with 7 touchdowns and only 3 interceptions.  Slack was also second on the team in rushing at 255 yards.  Ah yes, that brings us to the rushing game.  Michael Jenkins left in the offseason to try his luck with Houston of the NFL.  To replace Jenkins, the Argos signed former BC Lions rookie standout Juan Johnson in the offseason, but Johnson was a bust and so was Sam Zanders.  When the Lions unexpectedly cut Robert Drummond, the Argos snatched him up and Drummond did an adequate job picking up 778 yards rushing, but overall the Argo running game was not much to write home about.  With all the QB problems, none of the receivers put up great stats.  Derryl Mitchell as usual led the team with 66 catches and topped 1000 yards, but after that no one had more than 40.  Mike Morreale was the other slotback after being obtained from Hamilton and had 32 catches.  After a great 2001, Ted Alford was released, picked up, released all year and ended up with 34 catches.  Both Chad Plummer and Andre Talbot had 25 catches each, but Plummer was released late in the year and picked up by Winnipeg to replace the injured Matt Stegall.  Demitris Bendross caught 22 after being picked up when Saskatchewan let him go.  After an injury filled 2001, the offensive line was relatively stable with Chad Folk at center, Jude St. John and Sandy Annunziata (eastern all star) at guard and imports Dwayne Morgan and Thomas Rayham wree the tackles for most of the year.  Former Rider, John Terry filled in for Rayham when he was hurt late in the year.

On defense, the Argos one big off season pickup was Joe Montford at defensive end.  Everytone thought it was strange to see Montford in double blue instead of black and gold and there was a lot of talk about Montford as his sack numbers took a distinct drop from their normal twenties to only nine, though part of that was the system the Argos used Montford in.  Despite all the controversy, Montford was still an All Canadian selection.  Johnny Scott was an eastern all star at one tackle spot and the addition partway through the season of Demetrious Maxie at the other tackle spot solidified the defensive line.  Canadian Roger Dunbrack filled out the defensive line.  Michael O’Shea was solid in the middle linebacker spot and Mattavious Houston had a good season at one outside spot.  The addition of Reggie Givens at about the same time as Reggie Slack did for the defense what Slack did for the offense.  The defensive backfield boasted two all stars, Adrion Smith an eastern all star at corner and Clifford Ivory at half.  Bashir Levingston was the other corner, Antonius Bonner the other half and veteran Orlando Steinauer moved into the safety spot.  Noel Prefontaine was an All Canadian at the  kicker spot, hitting on 84% of his fieldgoal attempts and punting for a 43.3 yard average.

Hamilton Tigercats:  At 7-11, only the expansion Ottawa Renegades were worse than Hamilton in the east and Hamilton lost their playoff spot in a crossover to Saskatchewan.  Why were Hamilton so bad?  Partly, they lost their heart and soul in Joe Montford on defense and quarterback Danny McManus has an awful year on offense.  McManus completed only 52.4% of his passes and threw a whopping 30 interceptions to only 27 touchdown tosses.  Ticat coach Ronnie Lancaster suscribes to the one quarterback system and there was no one else to turn to so Hamilton lived and mostly died with McManus.  Hamilton did throw the ball a lot (604 attempts for McManus0, so even with a low completion percentage, the Hamilton receivers still had pretty good stats:  Amerson with 61 catches, Flutie 64, Grigg 53, Miles 48 and Akins 38.  With 1143 yards, Troy Davis gave Hamilton a good running game, so statwise it seems Hamilton should have finished ahead of Toronto, but those 30 interceptions didn’t help.  The o-line got some major retooling in 2002 with three regulars lost to the expansion Ottawa Renegades:  Carl Coulter, Chris Burns and big tackle Seth Dittman.  Paul Lambert moved into center to replace Coulter and did a good job, Samir Chahine and returnee Gary Brown were the guards,  Jerry Crafts and Dave Hack (eastern all star) were the tackles.  Paul Osbaldiston as usual was the kicker.

Tim Cheetwood had the difficult task of replacing Montford at defensive end but had only four sacks. Lamar Bryant at the other end spot led the team with seven.  Rookie Larry Fitzpatrick and Canadian Daaron McField were the tackles.  At linebacker, Hamilton had allstars Chris Snelling and Sean Woodlson returning out the outside while Haven Fields took over from Jason Lamar in the middle.  In the backfield, Hamilton had a vig hole to fill in Gerald Vaughn who had been snapped up by Ottawa as a free agent.  Rob Hitchcock was an All Canadian at safety, and Brandon Hamilton provided experience at one corner, but teams went after the inexperience at the other three spots, Decrick Mattis at corner, Troy Saunders and Duane Butler at the halfs and sixth man Stephen Fisher who also did kick returns.

Ottawa Renegades:   4-14 is not a great season, but for an expansion team, Ottawa was not that bad and competitive in most of their losses.  It is not clear whether Dan Crowly (49.1% of 454 attempts) can become a number one quarterback in the CFL or if he is just holding down the job until the expansion club can find the quarterback to take them to the promised land.  For 2002, however, it is pretty much Crowley or bust.  Rookie Chuck Clemons got some action with128 attempts and completed 54% of them, but threw five interceptions to only one TD and was not invited back for 2003.  A big blow for Ottawa early n the season was the loss due to injury of Darren Davis.  Coming off a 1000 yard season with Saskatchewan in 2001, Davis had been traded to Edmonton and then became expendable to Edmonton with the emergence of John Avery.  Davis had only 247 yards rushing before being injured though Josh Ranek came in and did a somewhat unexpectedly good job 689 yards and a 5.4 yard average.  Ranek also caught 49 passes which was second on the team.  The Renegade’s best offensive threat, however, was wide receiver Jimmy Oliver who was an All Canadian selection with 82 catches and 1004 yards.  Canadian Dennis Montana was the only other regular receiver and he pulled in 35 catches.  After that, the Renegades auditioned  a bunch of receivers for various amount of time.  To start the year, the two other two receivers were Kevin Alexander and Eddie Brown.  Alexender caught 10 passes before being released and Brown nabbed 25 before getting the axe.  Others auditioned included Reggie Jones with 28, Donny Ashly with 16 (and doing kick returns), Damen Hidge with 9 and Marvin Johnson with 16.  Jones seems like the best of the lot and was released by Ottawa to try his luck in the NFL before coming back for 2003.  Canadian Aubrey Cummings was generally the fifth receiver on the team and ended up with 15 catches.  One of Ottawa’s best areas was their offensive line where they stocked up on veterans getting Carl Coulter (center), Dave Hack (tackle) and Chris Burns from Hamilton.  They added veterans Val. St. Germaine and George Hudson to complete a line that was probably as good as any in the CFL though none achieved all star recognition.  For kicking, Glenn Harper did the punting and the Renegades tried a couple of young place kickers before finally settling on import kicker Lawrence Tynes.

The Ottawa defense had a fair amount of experience and was led by All Canadian John “amazing” Grace at linebacker.  Grace, along with veteran Canadian Kelly Wiltshire and rookie Dave Thomas in the middle gave the Renegades a respectable linebacking corps.  The defensive line was largely inexperience.  The Renegades had drafted a couple of experienced defensive ends in Fred Perry from Edmonton and Steffa O’Reilly from Winnipeg, but Perry went to the NFL and O’Reilly was released due to a knee injury.  As a result, the Renegades ended up with rookies Mike Boireau and Derrick Ford at ends, with Canadian Clinton Wayne and Mike Motten at tackle.  Pene Talamaivo was a promising rookie at tackle but missed about half the season with injuries.  Keaton Cromartie who had some limited CFL experience also saw action at defensive end.  In the backfield, all five starters had CFL experience.  Ricky Bell at one corner had been a prize acquisition from Calgary where he had a good rookie campaign in 2001 and Donal Ruiz played the other corner.  Veterans Gerald Vaughn and Vernon Mitchel played half and hard hitting Donovan Carter was the safety.  Bell was traded late in the year to Winnipeg and his spot was taken by Byron Capers who might have found a regular spot in Ottawa after floating around the league the last year or two.

Western Division

Edmonton Eskimos:  The Esks surprised more than a few people by their 13-5 record and first place finish aghead of the favoured Blue Bombers.  Another surprise was at the quarterback spot where it looked like Jason Maas was settled in to be the #1 man and all of a sudden he was sitting on the bench while rookie Ricky Ray took over.  Ray completed 63.2% of his 359 attempts and 24 touchdowns compared to only 9 interceptions…not bad for a rookie.  Another rookie, at least to the CFL was John Avery who made both Reggie Williams and offseason acquisition Darren Davis expendable at running back as he led the league with 1448 yards and added 45 pass receptions.  Edmonton started (followed?) a recent trend in the CFL of using two American backs in the backfield at the same time as Wendell Davis handled the fullback duties.  With only 23 carries for 97 yards and just 9 receptions, however, Davis was not a significant addition to the offense other than as a blocker.  Edmonton had perhaps the best set of receivers in the league.  Terry Vaugn had 94 catches and 1281 yards (second best in the  the league), Jason Tucker caught 51, Ed Hervery 50 and Chris Brazzell add 30 in a fill-in role and impressed people.  Canadians Ricky Walters (26 catches) and Scott Robinson (21 catches) did a capable job when called apon.   The offensive line was made up of veterans, Tim Prinsen at center, Leo Groenwegen and Dan Commisky over from Saskatchewan at guard.  Perennial allstar Bruce Beaton at one tackle and Chris Morris at the ot her.  Tim Bakker and Glen Carson provided the backup on the o-line and Bakker saw some duty at fullback due to an injury to Wendell Davis.

Other teams thought Elfrid Payton was too old and past his prime, but Payton responded to the call in Edmonton with an All Canadian season anda league leading 16 sacks.  Payton had lots of experienced company on the line with tackles Doug Peterson and Steve Charboneau and Albert Reese or Kelvin Kinney at the other end.  With Peterson injured, Reese moved inside for much of the year.  Linebackers Terry Ray and Signor Mobley are so good on the outside, you have to wonder how neither of  them got an all-star birth.  A.J. Gass is good in the middle, but often injured and when he is out, Kelvin Powell takes over.  In the backfield, Edmonton picked up Jackie Kellog after he was cut by the rival Stampeders and installed him at safety, moving Chris Hardy to the bench.  Veteran Malcolm Frank returned to claim one corner spot and rookie Jerome Peterson took the other.  Veteran Shannon Garrett and Donny Brady were the halfbacks.

Winnipeg Blue Bombers:  Like Montreal, Winnipeg has been a powerhouse team that has just failed to win it all.  There was that loss in the 2001 Grey Cup to Calgary which led to a season of “unfinished business” for the Bombers in 2002, but that business is still unfinished as they lost to Edmonton n the western final.  You can’t blame Khari Jones who threw the lights out with 620 attempts, 61.6% completion percentage, 5334 yards and 46 touchdowns!  You can’t blame it on Milt Stegall who was Jones’ most popular target with 106 catches, 1896 yards and 23 touchdown catches for a MVP season.  You can’t blame the running game where Charles Roberts had 1162 yards and bruising defensive lineman turned fullback Mike Sellers had 372 yards.  Sellers also got 63 catches and Roberts hauled in 55.  It would have been nice to have Robert Gordon for the whole year as he was injured and only caught 7 passes after coming back from an NFL tryout, but you can’t blame the other receivers such as Arlain Bruce who had 66 catches and 1028 yards.  You can’t blame it on the Canadian receivers who chipped in, Markus HOwell with 38 catches, Jamie Stoddard with 27 and Geoff Drover with 18.  Where some of the blame might go is offensive line.  Not that they were bad, but that there were a lot of injuries to be overcome.  Things got off to a bad start when American Brandon Dyson held out though some thought that was a good thing with his temper and reputation for dirty blocking.  Eventaully another American settled in at center in Benedict Ibisi.  The two tackle spots were solid with All Canadian Dave Mudge and veteran Mo Elewonibi, but guard gave problems with injures to Matt Sheridan and Brett MacNeil.  Things got bad enough that the Bombers converted American Eric Wilson from defensive tackle to guard and Wilson was good enough that the team kept him there for 2003.

You certainly can’t blame the defense for the Bomber’s problems.  Danny Fortney and Doug Brown were All Canadians at tackle and Inoke Breckterfield and Daved Benefield over from BC were the ends.  The Bombers have a superb linebacking trio in Lemarr Griggs, Brian Clark and Ryland Wickman in the middle which somehow were overlooked for even a single all-star position for the second straight year.  The defensive backfield features a pair of western all-stars in safety Tom Eurpope and halfback Harold Nash.  Marvin Coleman is still outstanding at cornerback and the other corner was manned either by Rapahol Ball or Ricky Bell after he was obtained from Ottawa.  Milo Lewis eventually took over the remaining halfback spot after Mustafah (formerly Steve) Muhammad left the team.

BC Lions:  The Lions finished third at 10-8 and you almost have to wonder how they did it.  Damon Allen had decent stats with 56.5% completed but only 22 touchdowns which was less than half of Khari Jones.  Allen, however, has some intangibles that don’t always show up in the stats and that is probably how BC did as well as they did.  It was certainly not with a great running game.  The Lions released Robert Drummond to go with Willie Hurst in the backfield along with Canadian Sean “Diesel” Millington.  Hurst then got injured and picked up only 288 yards while Millington had a decent season with 740 yards but only a 4.4 yard average.  Lyle Green stepped in when needed and picked up 343 yards and a 5.7 yard average while Damon Allen scampered for 479.   It was not the pass receivers who did it either as Geroy Simon lead the team with only 50 catches which was again less than half of league leader Milt Stegall.  Still, a number of people contributed significantly to the passing game.  Ryan Thelwell had 48 catches and at times showed signs of becoming one of the best receivers in the league.  Rookie slotback Jason Claremont caught 46 and reminded many people of Ray Elgard, Alfred Jackson caught 39 despite missing time with injuries and Bret Anderson hauled down 28.  The offensive line was for the most part steady though not spectacular with Jamie Taaras at center, Steve Hardin and Dan Payne at the guards and Cory Mantyka at tackle.  The remaining tackle spot saw a number of people due to injures and was a combination of Wes White, Jermese Jones, Andy Stensrud and John Oddonetto.  Canadian Ben Fairbrother missed the entire season with an injury.

The first thing you notice about BC is that their linebackers swept the western all-star nominations which is not easy to do in a division that has Terry Ray, Signor Mogley Brian Clark, Alondra Johnson and Ryland Wickman in it among others.  In fact,  two of the Lions were also All Canadian, Barrin Simpson and Brendon Ayanbadejo while Carl Kidd returned from trying out again in the NFL to complete the trio.  The line in front of the all-star trio included another western all-star in Herman Smith, two strong Canadian tackles in Cameron Legault and Noah Cantor and Craig Powell at the other end.  There were two more all-stars in the backfield, Eric Carter at cornerback was All Canadian and Derrick “Bo” Lewis was a western all-star at halfback.  Many Martin was the safety when not injured, Rookie Tony Walker at the other half veteran Anthony Prior played the other corner.

Saskatchewan Roughriders:  The Riders felt they had to have a proven number one quarterback if they were going to move forward and make the playoffs so they made a controversial offseason trade with Edmonton to obtain Nealon Greene.  The price was a 1000 yard rusher in Darren Davis and offensive lineman Dan Cominsky.  The price semed step in that Greene had lost his starter job to Jason Maas so the Riders were getting the back-up Edmonton quarterback, but Greene was the best man available.  The knock on Green was that he was a great running quarterback who had to learn to hang in the pocket and make the passes instead of always taking off.  The jury is still out of whether Greene has learned to do that.  To some extent he was forced to learn it a bit when a leg injury slowed him down.  Early in the season Greene was running the ball a lot and the team was doing well, but when a running quarterback can’t run, he becomes a sitting duck.  In the end, it seemed that Greene was improved enough to help the Riders into the playoffs, though only by crossing over to the east ahead of Hamilton.  The best part of the offense for Saskatchewan was their running game.  It was a multi-pronged attack led by Sedrick Shaw who piled up 950 yards from the tailback spot.  Now and then for a change of pace, the Riders would take out the bruising back and put in little Corey Holmes who added 334 yards and a 7.4 yard average.  Holmes also was the outstanding special teams player in 2002 with over 1000 yards in both punt returns and kickoff returns.  Then if you concentrated too much on the tailback spot, Chris Szarka could do damage with his 424 yards from the blocking fullback spot.  Finally there was Nealon Greene still managed to pick up 548 yards despite his injury.  In the passing department, Greene completed a decent 57.6% of his passes though only 13 touchdown tosses tell you that the passing game still needs to be picked up a notch.  When Greene was injured, sophomore Kevin Glenn looked good completing 60 of 95 passes.  When both Glenn and Greene went down, rookie Rocky Butler scrambled around to win one game with three rushing touchdowns of his own and completed 9 of 16 passes.   The highlight among the receivers was Derrick Armstrong who led the team with 70 catches and 1104 yards which attracted NFL attention and a tryout down there in 2003.  Rocky Henry very quietly had a 62 catch year, Quincey Jackson had 37 and Jason French 16.  Brian Roberson saw action at slotback due to injuries and showed promise with 11 catches.   Part of the passing problems might lie with the offensive line which was riddled with injuries in 2002.  The biggest losses were all-star Andrew Greene who missed much of the season and steady center Jeremy O’Day.  The injuries caused the Riders to juggle their offensive line almost on a daily basis and that resulted in 52 sacks allowed.  Andrew Moore filled in for O’Day at center and Greene at guard, while Shawn Gifford saw duty at guard when both O’Day and Greene were injured.  Rob Lazeo did an adequate job at the other guard while Gene Makowski and Donald Heaven were the tackles.

The Rider defense got some all-star recognition with Omar Morgan named an All Canadian at cornerback, but for the most part the Riders defense has not gotten the press of other teams despite playing well.  The defensive line has two good veteran ends in Shonte Peoples and Ray Jacobs while at tackle Nate Davis has developed into a solid player.  Canadians Sheldon Napastiuk and Scott Shultz split the other tackle spot after Shultz returned from an NFL tryout and Colin Scrivener was released.  Trevis Smith doesn’t seem to get any recognition for his steady place at middle linebacker but could easily be an all-star.  Rookie Reggie Hunt had a great season, so good in fact that when All Canadian George White returned from the NFL, he couldn’t get pas White to get a starting job.  Jackie Mitchell at the other outside linebacker spot has also played well with little fanfare.  Joining Morgan in the backfield are Ladoupyous McCalla at the other corner, Omar Evans and Eddie Davis at the halfback postions and Jason Mallett getting a chance to start at safety after Shawn Gallant was lost to Ottawa.  If you are going to criticize anything about the defense, it is that it didn’t often pull out the big play.  The Riders had only 18 sacks which tied them with Elfrid Payton (Jacobs led the team with 4) and they only had 14 interceptions, 5 of those by Morgan.

Calgary Stampeders:  From Grey Cup Champions to missing the playoffs in one year.  Not bad, or maybe that should be not good.  The slide started in the offseason.  On offesne they lost two of their leading receivers when Mark Boerigter went to the NFL and Vince Daniellson retired.  Aubrey Cummings might have helped fill in, but he was lost to Ottawa.  On defense, they lost both their starting defensive ends, James Cotton to the NFL and Ray Jacobs to Saskatchewan.  They also lost Canadian Clinton Wayne who was the backup to Ottawa where he showed he was ready to start.  Both cornerbacks, Rickey Bell (to Ottawa) and Anthony Prior (to BC) were lost.  The holes at receiver and defensive end seemed the biggest to fill.  Travis Moore did snag 70 catches and Canadian Kamau Peterson stepped up to catch 52.  Calgary picked up Don Blair after his release by BC and Blair bounced back to catch 46.  Still, Calgary was short at least one good fast American receiver and they tried a number of people at that spot with limited success. Rob Johnson caught 34, Kamil Loud 11, Wade McGarity 15, Versie Gaddis 3 and Tyree Davis 6.  Of those, McGarity showed the most promise and is back with the Stamps in 2003.  Another bit of a disappointment was Ib Tounkary who did catch 21 passes, but he had been expected to replace Danielson and fell well short.  At quarterback, Marcus Crandell dropped to only a 51.9% completion rate which helps to explain a last place finish.  The offensive line did have an All Canadian and surprisingly it was not Fred Childress, but Jay McNeil at guard.  The rest of the line had Jamie Crysdale at center, David Heasman and Bobby Singh sharing one guard spot, Childress and Jeff Pilon at the tackles.

With Jacobs and Cotton gone to start the season, Calgary had to scramble to find some defensive ends.  They ended up with Steve Anderson from Edmonton who did an adequate job and Tyrone Rodgers.  As the season progressed, both were eventually displace, as Antoine Young developed and Cotton returned.  The tackles ere Canadian Jeff Traversy and Melvin Bradley.  Some seemed to think Alondra Johnson did not have a very good year, but that is probably because the whole defense and the team were not that good.  Johnson led the team in tackles with 76 and in sacks with 6 which indicates something about the defensive line.  Willie Fells and James Burgess were the outside linebackers until the return of Otis Floyd who had gone to the NFL for a tryout.
